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Maths
We will begin our mathematical journey by recognising numbers to 10 and beyond.  We will practise counting to 20 and beyond (backwards too!) and will ensure that we are accurate with our one-to-one correspondence when we are arranging and counting objects inside and outside the classroom. We will look for patterns in nature and complete repeating patterns. We will start to write our numbers and make numbers in all sorts of different ways.  We will sing number songs and will begin to recognise 2D shapes and we will start using mathematical language to compare size and mass.
Communication and Language
We will begin our year in Oak Class by getting to know each other.  We will learn each other’s names and play games making friends with each other.  We will talk and listen to each other and learn our four rules of listening.  We will perfect our speaking and pronunciation by listening carefully and repeating our new vocabulary.  We will engage in back and forth conversations with our friends and teachers.  We will sing songs and nursery rhymes. We will listen to stories and share books with our friends. We will chat in our home corner and let our imagination run wild!
Literacy
We begin our reading journey by learning our sounds during our phonics sessions.  We will soon master blending sounds together to read simple words.  We will listen for words that rhyme and we will listen, talk and re-tell stories.
Understanding the World
We will talk about ourselves and the people that we know around us.  We will describe our families and other people that surround us in our lives.  We will explore aspects of the natural world and how the autumn season brings changes to our environment by taking local walks together.
Expressive Arts and Design
We will begin to write our name in all sorts of artistic ways.  We will experiment with many sorts of media including paint, crayons and playdough and we will investigate ways to create ourselves and our family members. We will sing a variety of nursery rhymes, clapping to the beat and performing songs and stories with others.
Personal, Social and Emotional Development
We will become aware of our own feelings and develop good manners. With our friends, we will begin to understand each other’s feelings and remember to share toys and take turns in games. We will practise dressing ourselves and managing our hygiene needs independently.

Physical Development
We will develop our fine motor skills every day to help us to become super mark makers.  Our pencil grip will become refined and this will help us to write our name.  Scissors skills will be fine-tuned.  PE lessons will encourage our gross motor skills and our spatial awareness.
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
