· Should there be spellings sent home in Year 2? 
Year 1: 
· star of the week was also raised here; 
· more of an understanding of how behaviour is managed, including the zone board;

· opportunities to do costume swaps for Nativity; 
· outside lights from gate to little gems – it’s very dark and they can’t always see where to go – can this be improved?

Rec:

· After school clubs – could it be children who haven’t been able to book into a club in Autumn term be considered first? 
· Clubs after school run by external providers would be really good. 

· Lost property, especially with little ones- could there be a lost property box put outside by Oak door on a Friday? 

Discussion by whole group around level of diversity in topics – is it clear how this is taught in our curriculum (RE/PSHE) and can we do more to raise awareness of this to make it a lived experience and authentic. Could class topics be built into this? Stories/texts more related, links with schools who are more diverse than us. Could there be a diversity champion in school?
